My maternal grandma was an exceptional cook.  Every Sunday after attending early morning Mass, 
grandma would come to our house with two large paper grocery bags filled with the raw resources for 
Sunday’s dinner.  Whenever she was asked how she learned to cook, she explained that when she was 

growing up on a dairy farm in South Dakota she had two choices.  She either could go out into the cold barn to 
milk the cows or she could stay in the warm kitchen to prepare the meals for her family and the hired hands. She 
remarked that her choice to stay in the kitchen and cook was both challenging and rewarding.  She was chal-
lenged to satisfy the appetites of the hungry workers but she was sometimes rewarded by their gratitude and 
thanks for providing them with a delicious meal.   
 When Grandma came to our house on Sundays and cooked, there were very few meals that didn’t include a 
dessert.  One of my best memories is when she, with the help of her grandsons, would clear the plates and the 
silverware after a meal but before doing so grandma would say, “Keep your spoons!” or “Keep your forks!” If we 
kept our spoons, I knew dessert might be bread pudding covered with a delicious sauce or bright Jell-O hidden 
under a cloud of whipped-cream. If we kept our forks, I knew that dessert might be something grand like a piece of 
German chocolate cake or a home-made apple pie. Grandma always dished dessert according to how much you 
needed. My dad always got a piece and a half. My mom got a regular piece, and my sisters, brothers, and me got 
pieces that fit our age and appetites. 
 In today’s story about the multiplication of the loaves, Jesus is like a grandma who we quietly challenge to 
provide us with the riches of life even though our gratitude and thanks may be slow in being returned. Our forks 
and spoons are the ways that we take in and enjoy the riches of our lives now. Being told to keep either our 
spoons or our forks is a reminder that the dessert of heaven is yet to come. And our portion of heaven will depend 
on our witnessed need for God.
